This course for 45 is already fully booked and there will be a similar course on 7th-9th October 2011 at the same venue. The spring GM will be held on 16th April at the Museum Ecomere on the island of Texel. The AGM will be held on 12th November in the Museum Ecodrome, Zwolle where the Dutch National Championships will be organized. An exhibition of the exhibits from this championships will be exhibited in the Ecodrome until April 2012.
